Step-by-Step Instructions:
Step 1: Draw the Petals
Take a coloured paper and draw flower petals using a pencil.

Step 2: Cut the Petals
Carefully cut the petals with scissors.
 Step 3: Arrange the Petals
Place all petals in a circle shape to form a flower.
 Step 4: Paste the Petals
 Use glue to stick the petals on the paper.
 Step 5: Make the Centre
Cut a small yellow circle and paste it in the middle of the flower.
 Step 6: Add Stem and Leaves
Cut green strips and leaves from green paper and paste them below the flower.
 Step 7: Decorate
Decorate your flower craft with colours, glitter, or stickers if you want.
