	Seed germination; phases of plant growth and plant growth rate; conditions of growth; differentiation, dedifferentiation and redifferentiation; sequence of developmental processes in a plant cell; growth regulators - auxin, gibberellin, cytokinin, ethylene, ABA; seed dormancy; vernalisation; photoperiodism
	· To observe phototrophism in plants.
· To observe chemotrophism –growth of pollen tube in stigma
· To observe the effect of plant growth regulators auxin* and gibberlin* in plant growth.
Auxin- Surface sterilized seeds allowed to germinate in moist filter paper. When roots of seedlings become 1cm in length root length is measured. Half seedling are grown in test solution containing auxin and half normally in moist soil. Length of the root will be observed after 48 hrs
