4. Presentation: Each group will present their artwork to the class, explaining how their creation represents the assigned psychological attribute.
5. Reflection: Students discuss how art helps in understanding psychology and human behavior.
Learning Outcome:
 Enhances understanding of psychological concepts through creativity.
Encourages collaboration and critical thinking.
Makes abstract concepts more concrete and relatable.
 
Chapter -2
Activity Name: "Personality in Motion – The Psychological Shadow Play"
 Objective: To creatively depict different personality theories through shadow art and movement, making abstract psychological concepts more tangible.
Instructions:
1. Group Formation:
Divide students into small groups (4-5 members each).
Assign each group a personality theory (Freud’s Psychoanalytic Theory, Trait Theory, Humanistic Theory, Social-Cognitive Theory).
2. Concept to Performance:
Each group will create a short shadow play (silhouette-based storytelling) using a light source and a white sheet as a screen.
Students will cut out figures or use their bodies to create shadow representations of different aspects of personality.
3. Theme Representation Ideas:
Freud’s Theory: Use shadows to show the Id, Ego, and Superego interacting (e.g., an impulsive child (Id) being controlled by a strict parent (Superego) while a balanced figure (Ego) mediates).
Trait Theory: Represent different personality traits (openness, conscientiousness, extraversion, agreeableness, neuroticism) through shadow symbols or actions.
Humanistic Approach: Depict self-actualization by showing a person climbing a symbolic "Hierarchy of Needs" ladder with each step being a shadow cutout.
Social Cognitive Theory: Show how observational learning shapes personality, e.g., a shadow figure mimicking another figure’s actions.
4. Performance & Discussion:
Groups present their shadow play to the class.
After each performance, they explain how their depiction relates to the assigned personality theory.
The class can discuss and analyze the effectiveness of the representation.
5. Reflection:
